3/8 yd Pink Cowboy Quotes 
3/8 yd Brown Cowboy Spots 
3/8 yd Pink floral calico 
3/8 yd Brown Floral Calico 
3/8 yd Pink Horseshoes 
2 yds Pink Cowboy (for piecing and backing) 
Fat quarter tea dye 
‰ yd Licorice (plain black) 
1 yd cream ric rac 
2 yds pink ric rac 
1 yd Bondaweb 
Black embroidery thread 



Instructions:  
1. Cut out 10  8”x 8”squares from the various fabrics. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
2. Trace appliqué pieces on to Bondaweb, to make 5 of each of the girls. 
  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
3. Iron faces to tea dye fabric, hair to licorice fabric, and other pieces to appropriate 
fabrics. (Make sure to leave at least 6” x 22” of each fabricfor border and stars!)Cut 
out carefully. I put all my pieces in a little bag to keep them safe! 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
4. Place appliqué pieces on 8” x 8” squares to make the girl’s faces. Make sure they 
are in the centre of the square and iron in place. 
5. Using a small zigzag stitch, sew pieces in place. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
6. Sew cream ric rac onto the each of the girl’s hair band.
